Contact Information—Property Tax Assessments

Recently, Newcastle property owners have received their latest property tax assessment statements from the King County Assessor.  For some, the new assessed values are surprising.

First, it is important to clarify that the assessed value for all property in King County—including within its cities—is determined by the King County Assessor.  Cities, including the City of Newcastle, do not have their own assessor.  The King County Assessor is a directly elected official independent of other King County departments, and one of his/her responsibilities is to set the assessed value for all real property in the County. Second, as articles in the media have highlighted, many property owners are appealing their assessments this year.  An appeal must be submitted within 60 days of when your home valuation was mailed to you.  Because the City does not have a role in this process, but because a number of residents have asked the City, as a courtesy we are providing the contact information in the Assessor’s Office.
